Rules & Regulations 
 1. General Rule All use of the property comprising the condominium shall be used                                           in accordance with the provisions of the Declaration, the By-Laws, and these Rules and Regulations.  It is the responsibility of all owners and occupants to report violations in writing to the association manager.  Currently this is:  Mr. Michael  J. 2. Application These rules and regulations shall apply to each unit owner and their family and/or their guests, employees, agents, lessees and their guests, employees, and agents.  Each unit owner shall be responsible for the actions of such family, guests, employees, agents and lessees.

3. Nuisances Obnoxious or offensive behavior shall not be permitted on any site, nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood.  Residents and guests shall exercise care in making noises or using musical instruments, radios, televisions and amplifiers that disturb other residents.   No unit owner or occupant shall permit or suffer anything to be done or kept upon the condominium property or their unit which will increase the rate of insurance on the condominium.
4. Signs  No sign, advertisement, notice or other lettering, painting or decoration, religious symbol or bric-a brac shall be exhibited, inscribed, painted or affixed on any part of the common elements or limited common elements.  One For Sale or For Rent sign, professionally designed, can be displayed in one window.  Open House signs can be displayed from 4pm on Friday until noon Monday, any and all other board approved notices can be displayed on the community bulletin board.

5. Interior Window Coverings  All window coverings within all units, including shades, blinds, drapes or other decorative furnishings, which face the exterior of the building shall be white or off white and in good repair.
6. Improvements, Repainting Outdoor Lighting No improvements, including painting or landscaping, may be constructed on, or alterations made to the common elements.  Any interior alterations cannot affect the structural integrity of the unit.  Such prohibited improvements shall include, but not limited to, any additional buildings, doors, siding, screens, or windows or the enclosing of patios.  Nor shall any exterior part of the unit be repainted in any color other than the existing colors.  Only standard or CFL white or bug yellow bulbs are to be used by residents in any out door fixtures.
7. Antennas/Satellite Dishes No Television or radio or other antennas shall be attached to or hung on any common element of any building.  Any request for satellite TV dish must be submitted in writing on an ACC Request Form and approved by the Board prior to the installation.  The following criteria will apply:

A. The antenna satellite dish must NOT be installed on any roof, siding, front of unit,

exterior walls, fences, front porch or trees.
B. The dish must be within the interior of the unit’s patio fence, on a post or pole on a
freestanding or planted base (a tripod or pole embedded in the ground or a concrete filled bucket or other base container) or mounted to back of the unit on the roof line fascia (trim). 
C. The center point of the dish must be placed at the lowest possible height and angle
suitable to acceptable signal strength so as not to be visible from the front of the building.                                                     
D. If and when the satellite dish is removed, all penetrations to the structure for mounting
and wiring must be filled, sealed or restored; all posts, brackets or braces removed and any blemishes to the exterior of the unit be filled, cleaned, removed or otherwise restored to its pre-installation condition.
8. Exterior Storage Visible exterior areas must be kept reasonably clear and free      from unsightly stored objects.  Any permitted storage areas must be kept reasonably clean and free from noxious materials.  Sporting equipment and other personal articles and equipment must be kept within a unit, fenced area or a permitted storage area.

9. Hazardous Substances No gasoline or other hazardous substance may be stored in any portion of the common element.  Materials stored in the garage or other storage unit must be stored in appropriate containers.  All materials stored inside the units must conform to the Virginia Beach City Building and Fire Codes.
10. Common Element Upkeep All improvements, maintenance, planting and landscaping of the common element shall be made by the Association.

11. Personal Services by Employees No employee of the Association shall perform any personal services, while on duty, for any individual unit owner, guest, employee, agent or lessee, except such services as are approved in writing by the Association.

12. Trash All trash and garbage is to be stored in the container provided by Bay Disposal and stored either in the garage or back yard of each unit.  Unit owners/occupants are responsible for the cleanliness and odors emanating from these containers.   Container should be placed curbside by the unit/occupant, no sooner than 6:00 pm (18:00) Wednesday evening.  Curbside pickup takes place each Thursday.  No trash or trashcans should be left at the curb beyond noon Friday.  Removal of all bulk items is the owner/occupant’s responsibility and all such items must be removed within 24 hours or they will be removed at the owner’s expense.
13. Attic Areas Attic areas are the responsibility of the individual unit owner.  No combustible materials should be stored in these areas.

14. Pets The following are the rules regarding pets:
A. Two (2) Dogs, Two (2) cats and other normal household pets are permitted in a unit and, when controlled by the owner, in the common areas.  Venomous animals and insects, farm animals and dangerous wild animals or any sort, shall not be raised, bred or kept on the property.

B. A pet may be maintained in a unit so long as it is not a nuisance.  Actions that will constitute a nuisance include, but are not limited to, abnormal or unreasonable crying, barking, scratching, excessive aggressiveness or unsanitary conditions.

C. Pet owners are fully responsible for any personal injuries or property damage or both caused by their pets, and shall fully indemnify the Association from any loss that the Association or any unit owner may suffer as a result of the pet being on the condominium property.
D. The Board may order the removal of any pet that is deemed to be threatening, aggressive or dangerous, or may impose additional conditions or restrictions upon the maintenance of such pets.   Plus proof of insurance coverage to cover homeowners and renters who live with dogs of a specific breed.
E. Owners of pets walked upon the common elements, must be on a leash, City Code 5-530 and 5-531, and must promptly and properly clean up their pets’ droppings, in accordance with the Virginia Beach City Code Sec 5-16.
15. Leases No unit owner may lease their unit except in accordance with the following provisions:

A. No unit owner shall lease their unit for less than the initial period of one (1)
year.
B. No Unit owner shall lease their unit except for the use for residential purposes.
Each unit may be occupied by a maximum of two (2) persons per bedroom (per City Ordinance)

C. The owner, lessee shall deliver a true copy of all leases to the Association
within three (3) days of occupancy of the leased unit by the lessees, to be kept in the Association’s records.  Included in or provided with the lease shall be the full name of each occupant-lessee, address and telephone number of each occupant-lessee. Leases made in violation of these provisions shall be voidable at the option of the Association.  
D. No Lease shall be made except upon a written form containing a provision
requiring the lessee to comply with the condominium documents, including the By-Laws, these Rules and Regulations and all other regulations of the Association, as if  the lessee were the owner of the unit.  All unit owners shall deliver a complete copy of these Rules and Regulations to each lessee.
16. Vehicle Washing, Repairs or Maintenance Vehicular repairs, maintenance   or washing of any kind will not be permitted on any of the common areas of the condominium property.  Those items may be performed in the garage or on the driveway area of the unit.  Cleaning of the driveway and storm drains is the responsibility of the unit owner.  No hazardous materials should be allowed to wash into the storm drains.

17. Doors, Windows & Hardware Maintenance and replacement of all doors, windows and hardware is the responsibility of the unit owner.  All replacements must architecturally match the approved, existing style and appearance of the doors, windows and hardware within the community.  Any alterations must receive prior approval from the Association.  Storm doors will be white or bronze.  The storm door style must be a full view door, with a clear, plain glass insert or hide-away screens.  Installation of storm doors requires the prior written approval of the Association.
18. Holiday Decorations All decorations shall be temporary installations, not on any part of the common elements, and shall be maintained tastefully and appropriate to the season.

19. Mailboxes Mailboxes are not to be used for advertisements, or any announcements to be taped or glued to the outside of the boxes.  Mailboxes are the property of the U.S. Postal Service.  Notices of community interest may be placed in the community bulletin board for a period of 30 days, with approval of the Association.

20. Exterior Patios, Appearance & Storage Patios are extended living and relaxation areas and should be equipped and/or furnished accordingly.  No appliances or furniture designed for use in the unit are permitted to be stored on patio.  Only outdoor furniture should be used or stored outside.  Stored objects, including but not limited to grills, bicycles, skates, ladders, sporting gear and/or any other personal articles must be secured within the unit or within the fenced in patio area.  Plants should be well maintained.  Outdoor patio umbrellas may not open beyond the confines of the patio’s fence or railings.  Umbrellas must be collapsed and/or closed when not in use and removed during storms.  The unit owner is responsible for the cleaning of the exterior and interior of the fencing and the front door area, if the Association has to maintain these areas it will be charged to the unit owner. Animal waste must be removed from patios immediately Animals should never be confined within the patio area for any extended period of time.  

21. Motorcycles Motorcycle’s are considered vehicles and must be parked in the same areas as any other motor vehicle.  Motorcycle owners are not to increase the engine noise levels or race the engine while parked which may cause a disturbance to the surrounding owners in the area.
22. Recreational & Commercial Vehicles  No Boats, trailers, campers, camper shells, recreational or commercial vehicles, buses or any similar vehicles shall be parked or stored overnight on the premises without prior written approval of the Association.

23. Parking Spaces All community parking spaces are to be used by owners/occupants/guests on a first come, first served basis.  All vehicles must be operable and display valid State license plates and the required inspection stickers.
24. Lake Usage The property lake is a common element drainage pond designed to collect rain and storm water runoffs from the common elements within the Fieldstone Glen Condominium Association.  The lake serves in this utilitarian capacity and is not a recreational body of water.  Consequently, no fishing, boating, swimming, wading, bathing or trapping will be allowed in or around the lake.  No trash, debris or waste of any kind shall be deposited in the lake.  Do not feed any ducks, geese, birds or other animals on the Associations property or in and around the lake.  No use of the lake 
Or its waters for any purpose other than for its intended uses shall be made unless authorized by the Association
25. Storage Containers Portable On Demand Storage (PODS) and/or other similar storage units or containers for use by owners, their families, agents, contractors or lessees, may be parked only in an assigned unit driveway space and may not obstruct the sidewalk or extend into the street.  Only one (1) such storage container may be parked at a unit and shall only be permitted for a limited period of up to five (5) days.

26. Fees, Assessments, Violations In order for members to participate in a general membership vote, all fees must be paid and all cited violations must be corrected.  If the fees are more than 30 days overdue and/or the violations are not corrected, an owner is restricted from participation until the fees are paid and/or the violation is corrected

27. Prior Written Approval of the Association Where “prior written approval of the Association” is used in these Rules and Regulations, the request must be presented to, and written approval received from the Board of Directors of the Association. Interpretation of these Rules and Regulations are the responsibility of the Board of Directors.

28. Suspension 

A. In addition to any other rights of the Association or powers of the Board, the Board of Directors shall have the power to suspend a unit owner’s right to services, including utility services provided directly through the unit owner’s association for nonpayment of assessments which are more than sixty (60) days past due, and provided that such suspension shall not endanger the health, safety or property of any unit owner, tenant or occupant. 

B. Before any suspension may be imposed, the unit owner shall be given an opportunity to be heard and to be represented by counsel before the Board of Directors or such other tribunal as the condominium instruments or rules duly adopted pursuant thereto specify. 

C. Notice of such hearings, including the suspension that may be imposed shall, at least fourteen days in advance thereof, be hand delivered or mailed by registered or certified United States mail, return receipt requested, to such unit owner at the address or addresses required for notices of meetings pursuant to Va.Code Section 55-79.75  The Hearing result shall be hand delivered or mailed by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, to such unit owner at the address required for notices of meetings pursuant to Va. Code Section 55-79.-75 within seven days of the hearing, or such longer period as may be allowed by Va.Code Section 55-79.80:2 (B), as amended from time to time.
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
