LYNNHAVEN LANDING CONDOMINIUM
RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Quiet Enjoyment. Residents and guests shall exercise extreme care in activities which could disturb other residents, especially after 10 p.m., such as making noises or using musical instruments, radios, televisions, and amplifiers.  Yelling or cursing is prohibited.

2. Hazards. No owner, guests, lessee, or other person shall commit any act which will result in an increase in the rate of any policy of insurance maintained by the Association, or violate any provision in respect to any policy of hazard insurance or liability insurance for the regime.
3. Signage. 
a. No resident or guest shall post any advertisements or posters of any kind in or on the property except as authorized by the Association. 

b. One sign indicating that the Unit is protected by a home security system (e.g. ADT) can be displayed in a window or on a storm door. 

c. The Board of Directors may allow one sign to be displayed to notify firefighters and other rescue personnel that a child, deaf person or physically disabled person resides in the unit or that oxygen is in use.

d. The foregoing regulations shall not apply to political signs supporting candidates for election to public office within one year of a general election or six months of a primary election.

4. For Sale/Rent Signs. No “for sale” or “for rent” signs shall be displayed without the prior written approval of the Association. Approved signs must be professionally prepared and fit in a window. No signs may be placed anywhere on the property other than in a window without first obtaining permission from the Management Company.
5. Porches and Balconies. Hanging of garments, towels, blankets, rugs and the like from the decks, porches, balconies or windows or from any of the facades of the property is prohibited.
a. No Charcoal Grills shall be permitted to be used on either the porches, balconies, or common elements. Gas grills may be used on porches and balconies in accordance with state and local fire ordinances.
b. No bicycles may be hung from a hook on the Balcony.
6. Exterior Alterations. No owner, resident, guest, lessee, or other person shall install wiring for electrical or telephone installation, television antennae, machines, air conditioning units, or the like on the exterior of the property or that protrude through the walls or the roof of the properly except as authorized by the Association. Replacement or additions of skylights or changes in physical appearance of windows and doors must first be approved by the association. Satellite Dishes and dish type antennas and their supporting accessories may be installed as set forth in the Bylaws and allowed under Federal Law and Regulations.
7. Exterior Painting. No owner, tenant, guest or other person shall paint the exterior of his unit without authority and approval of the Association. It being intended to preserve and present a uniform appearance for the property. No owner may otherwise alter the exterior appearance of his unit.
8. Garbage Containers. Garbage and all refuse shall be deposited only in the common receptacles provided and maintained by the Association; no other garbage cans or containers of any sort may be placed outside of any unit.  All cigarette butts and litter must be disposed of in the proper receptacles.
9. Garbage. Throwing of garbage or trash outside the disposal installations provided for such purposes in the service areas is prohibited. Additionally, items too large for the dumpster may not be left on the common elements beside the dumpster. Owners should make arrangements for bulk trash pick-up with the City or a private hauling service. 
a. A dumpster is provided for resident’s use. Pick up is twice a week

b. Large items such a rugs and furniture may not be placed in the dumpster.

c. Large boxes must be crushed to maximize space.

d. BFI will not remove any items placed outside the dumpster. A $25 fine will be charged per occurrence, for trash which is disposed of improperly (i.e., placed outside the dumpster, items too large for the dumpster, large uncrushed boxes).

10. Recreational Vehicles and Trailers. Recreational vehicles, boats and trailers may not be parked on the property.

11. Parking. Each unit is assigned one numbered parking space that is for the use of the Unit Owner and/or invited guests or tenants. Remaining un-numbered spaces are for visitors and shall be used on a first come, first served basis.
a. No owner/resident and guests shall occupy more than two (2) parking spaces at any one time. Additional vehicles must be parked on the street.

b. No double parking is permitted at any time.

c. No parking in drive way areas is permitted.

d. No commercial vehicles are allowed on the property except for when vendors are working in a unit or on the property.

e. There is no parking allowed in fire lanes.
Vehicles of violators are subject to towing at the vehicles owner’s expense.

12. Vehicle Storage. No vehicles may be stored in the parking area, and no inoperable vehicles may be parked or left upon any portion of the common areas.

13. Vehicle Maintenance. Performance of vehicle repairs or maintenance or drainage of automotive fluids are prohibited on the common elements. The exception shall be emergency repairs (i.e. battery jump). Leaks of oil must be cleaned up by the owner of the leaking car. 
14. Upkeep - Limited Common Elements. Each unit owner shall maintain in a neat, presentable and sanitary fashion all limited common areas under his control or designated for his use.

15. Cleaning. Dusting or shaking out of rugs, towels, bathing suits, and the like from the windows or balconies, or by beating on the exterior part of the project is prohibited.

16. Landscape Maintenance. The Association shall have sole control of all planting and landscaping and sole control of all watering.  No bicycle, toys, skateboards or the like shall be stored, parked or chained on the common element landscape, corridors, stairwell or parking areas at any time. Any items stored, parked or chained on the common elements shall be removed by the Association or Management at the owner’s expense.
17. Ingress and Egress. All sidewalks, entrances, hallways and stairways shall not be obstructed or used for any purpose other than ingress and egress.
18. A Unit Owner may keep no more than one (1) small house pet in such Unit.  Such house pets include domesticated dogs, cats and birds weighing less than 25 lbs.  This limit does not apply to medically necessary assistance animals approved by the Board of Directors.  The Owner shall be responsible for all damages to the Property resulting from the maintenance of pets on the Property by the Owner, his family, guests or lessees.  All pet owners must pick up after their pets. Any damage caused to the common elements by pets will be charged to the animal’s owner. Pets shall be kept on a leash when out of doors. No pets shall be staked to the common elements and left unattended. Pets shall be kept off of landscaped areas.  
19. Firewood Storage. The Association may make such rules and regulations as it deems necessary for the storage and keeping or firewood and the Association may limit said storage and keeping to certain areas only.

a. Due to threat of termite infestation, firewood may be stored on the patios or balconies ONLY from October 1st through April 1st and the amount of firewood stored shall NOT exceed one-half cord.

b. Firewood shall be STACKED neatly on a firewood storage rack which elevates the wood from the floor and wood shall be stacked in a manner so that it does not touch the flooring, vinyl siding, fencing or any other area of the building.

c. Under no circumstances may any firewood be deposited on the common element grounds, hallways, or storage areas and each unit owner is responsible for cleaning and sweeping of the common elements due to the delivery or transport of firewood.

20. Common Area Storage. No unit owner, tenant or guest shall leave any belongings on or in any common area other than expressly permitted by the condominium instruments or by appropriate action by the Unit Owners Association.

21. Storage Building. The storage area shall constitute general common area and shall be used by all unit owners for the storage of non-dangerous items only. All items in storage must be clearly marked with the owner’s name and unit number or they will be discarded. Storage areas must be kept in an orderly fashion.
22. Window Treatments. All draperies, blinds, curtains or other window treatments, visible from the exterior of each unit shall be of a standard type. Towels and unfinished materials are not permitted.  All window treatments must be beige, white or off-white.
23. Address and Telephone Changes. All unit owners are required to inform the Condominium Association in wilting of any changes of address and/or emergency telephone numbers. Written notification shall be provided to the Association’s Management Company within ten (10) days of such changes.

24. Notification to Management of Water Leaks. Any resident experiencing any type of water leak in their unit, including, but not limited to hot water heater, washing machine hose or plumbing fixtures, shall notify the Association’s Management Company immediately upon discovery of the leak. Slow drains should also be reported. Failure to do so could result in a fine being imposed on the unit owner.

25. Cleaning of Chimneys.  Each Unit Owner, who owners a unit that has a fireplace and uses that fireplace for burning wood, must have the fireplace inspected annually by a qualified chimney sweep.  And, if the inspector deems it necessary, have the chimney cleaned.  All inspections and cleaning will be done before the first fire is started during the next burning season.  A copy of the invoice for this required cleaning must be submitted to the management company no later than October 31st of that wood burning season. Any unit owner who is observed having a fire and who has not notified management of a chimney inspection will be subject to a due process hearing and fine for failure to abide by this Rule and Regulation.
26. No Speeding.  All cars must maintain 5 mile per hour parking lot speed.
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
